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Kindergarten to Grade Four CHRISTMAS CONCERT INFORMATION
This year, the annual École Vickers Public School Christmas Concert is on Wednesday, December 14th.  The concert will be held at the beautiful E.A. Rawlinson Centre for the Arts.  We will hold two performances.  The first one is at 12:30 p.m. and the second at 7:00 p.m.  We will provide bussing for the students to and from the afternoon performance and request that parents provide transportation to and from the evening show.  Please have your child/ren at the Rawlinson Centre by 6:30 p.m. for the evening show.  Doors open at 12:00 p.m. for the afternoon performance.
The maximum audience size per performance is 600, so we will sell tickets at the school starting on Wednesday, November 30th through your child’s homeroom teacher for $2.00 per ticket.  Each family will be allowed to purchase 2 tickets for the afternoon performance and 2 tickets for the evening performance.  The proceeds will be used to offset the rental costs of the facility and the bussing of the students for the afternoon show.  Tickets are not seat specific, so seating will be first come/first served when the house opens at 12:00 p.m. for the afternoon performance and 6:30 p.m. for the evening performance. 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Now that we are feeling the winter weather, we would like to make sure all parents are aware of our Cold/Inclement Weather Procedures.  These procedures are in effect for both rural and urban bus routes.

The Transportation Office has two methods of communicating bus delays and cancellations:

· CKBI and CJVR radio stations receive all notifications.  These stations will announce a list of delayed and cancelled buses.

· Notifications will be placed on our website, www.srsd119.ca.  Scroll down on the home page to “Transportation”, and you will find a “Bus Report” link.  Click on the bus report to check for a list of bus cancellations.
We do not phone individual homes to report bus cancellations.

We ask that you do not call the Transportation Office as we will be very busy managing the routes and ensuring the safety of the children on the buses.
INCLEMENT WEATHER

For the most part, we want our students to enjoy playing outdoors before school, during both recesses, and the noon hour. On rainy days, we allow students to come into the school upon their arrival and remain indoors during all breaks.  In the winter, we use -30 degrees Celsius as our cut-off to remain indoors.  If the temperature, and/or wind chill in combination with the temperature exceed -30, then all students are permitted in the school in the morning and during break times.  We do expect that all students be dressed appropriately for the weather, as there are many cold days that students are expected to be outdoors.
Dress for the season:
Students must dress appropriately for the weather.  They must be dressed adequately for a 1 kilometre walk in case of an emergency.  Our bus drivers have the authority to warn/educate students on a first offense, and refuse transportation on the second.

Parents dropping off and picking up students:

Parents, please refrain from parking or dropping off your child(ren) in the clearly marked bus zones on Bradbury Drive and Olive Diefenbaker Drive.  You may drop off or pick-up your child(ren) on the opposite sides of these streets.

Please also be careful when entering and exiting the Crescent Acres Community Club parking lot as our students are trying to safely board their busses.
